•	 Must be a South Carolina farmer and grow specialty crops. The USDA defines specialty crops as “fruits and vegetables, tree nuts, 
dried fruits, horticulture, and nursery crops (including floriculture)”.

•	 Provide primary source receipts for educational conference registration.

•	 Provide data, information, statistics, and/or testimonials at checkpoints throughout the duration of this program for tracking 
purposes. Information will only be shared with SCDA.

Growers cannot exceed more than two consecutive years in the program, although they can reapply after one year hiatus.
